 Mohd. Azher @ Azher Hussain S/o Late Mohd. Arif Hussain, aged about 19 

years, Occ: Auto Driver, R/o H.No.18-7-408/57/B, Talabkatta, Rahmathnagar, 

Hyderabad, Rowdy Sheeter of Bhavani Nagar Police Station has committed 

offences of murder and attempt to commit murder in the limits of Hyderabad 

Police. 

He has committed 2 such offences in the limits of Hyderabad Police 

Commissionerate and has been creating large scale fear and panic among the 

general public and businessmen in the locality, thereby adversely effecting the 

public order, apart from disturbing the peace, tranquillity and social harmony in 

the society. 

Bhavani Nagar Police arrested Mohd. Azher @ Azher Hussain S/o Late 

Mohd. Arif Hussain on 17.06.2018 in Cr. No 77/2018 U/s 307 r/w 34 IPC of 

Bhavani Nagar PS and remanded him to judicial custody. The preventive 

detention order was executed on him on 26.9.2018 and he was lodged in Central 

Prison, Chanchalguda, Hyderabad.

 A person by name Sasikanta Panda S/o.Bansidhar Panda, age.26 

yrs, OCc.Cook, r/o.Odisha, was caught red handed during the final 

week of Ganesh Immersion i.e.on 22-09-2018 when he was secretly 

recording videos of girls in his mobile phone at Tank Bund (Crane 

No.3). He was brought to SHE Teams office and produced before the 

XVI Spl.MM Court. The Hon’ble court punished the culprit u/s.70 (C) 

CP Act and 290 IPC by giving him conviction for (27) days with a fine 

of Rs.250/-  

 

 The SHE Teams of Hyderabad City Police apprehended one person 

K.Nagaraju S/o.K.Mallesham age.30 yrs Occ.Business, 

r/o.Kushaiguda, Hyderabad for repeatedly calling one unknown 

number and sending vulgar messages (I love you) and threatening 

her with dire consequences. Inspite of blocking the number., the 

respondent started calling and sending vulgar messages from 

another new number. The respondent was booked U/s.70(c) of City 

Police Act and 290 IPC. He was produced in the Hon’ble court and 

was imposed a fine of Rs.250/-.  

 

 Two persons were caught red handed on 23-09-2018 during the final 

day immersion at Tank Bund while they were behaving in an 

indecent manner and blowing whistles at girls and staring. Both the 

respondents viz.P.Krishna S/o.Parshuram, age.19 yrs, Occ.Junior 

Artist, r/o.Meerpet and B K.Dilip S/o.B.K.Premsingh age.18 yrs, 

occ.Welding worker r/o.Moulali, Hyderabad; were brought to She 

teams office. The respondents admitted their guilt and they were 

produced in the XI Spl.MM Court and the Hon’ble court convicted 

both the persons with a fine of rs.100/- and awarded (2) days social 

service work.

Reddy, two cases were registered against Smt Lingala Vijayamma, Ekkurthy 

Manohar, Smt. Linga Sudha & others, they were run the illegal chits and 

collected the huge amounts i.e., Rs 2.00 Crores from the victims and diverted 

the amount for their own purpose and purchased immovable properties and 

cheated the complainant and 09 others and misappropriated the chit amounts 

since 1995 for their wrongful gain. 

              Basing on the collection of evidence, today i.e., on 03-10-2018, the team 

of F-Division, CCS, DD, Hyderabad arrested the Smt Lingala Sudha, working as 

Tahsildar, Bhongir Yadadri Collectorate and produced before the Hon’ble Court 

for judicial remand.   

       The accused persons running the illegal chit funds and collected 

approximately Rs. 2.00 Crores from 35 chit members and acquired immovable 

properties in Telangana and AP States.

The accused Mohammed Hafeez Uddin is resident of Masab Tank who was 

in Exports and Imports Business, gathered Antiques Articles with the help of his 

contacts & Nawab families and procured them and kept them in his house. As 

he is facing financial crisis he wanted to sell the Antiques for prosper buyers for 

One Crore Rupees. In this process he came in contact with Mohammed Kaleem 

Uddin resident of Chandrayangutta and Syed Azam @ Azeem Native of Nizambad 

who are acting as his agents to bring the aspirant buyers to him on commission 

bases. Today while the three persons gathered and waiting for the aspirant 

buyers of Antique Telescopes, Binocular and Compasses at H. No. 10-1-17/2/A, 

Flat No. 101, Farooq Mansion, Near Golconda Hotel, Masab Tank, Saifabad, 

Hyderabad, on reliable information Central Zone Task Force team caught them. 

  The accused persons along with seized Nine Antique Telescopes along with 

Two Stands, Thirteen Compasses and One Binocular were handed over to 

the SHO, Saifabad PS for further investigation.

On 01st of October 2018 at 2340 hours PS Lake rescued one woman from 

committing suicide in Hussain Sagar. The particulars of the rescued woman are

 NAME:- One woman, age:- 45 years, Occ:- housewife, r/o:- manikonda, 

hyd. 

 

 The above mentioned woman came to tankbund beside Outpost dargah and 

tried to jump into water to commit suicide immediately our patrolling lake police 

noticed her and saved her life and brought to Lake police station. On enquiry it 

came to know that victim she quarrelled with her younger son in a petty family 

issue and we also got to know that she is facing depression problem since few 

months, with all the above problems she fedup on her life and came to tankbund 

with the intension to commit suicide. 

 

 By taking hasty decision, she came to tankbund at about 2340 hours and 

tried to jump into the Hussain sagar lake water to commit suicide.  

 

 I Inspector Lake Smt. B. Dhana laxmi counseled her promptly, after that 

handed over to her family members and suggested them to look after her till she 

recovers with proper medication. 

 Thus, the patrolling BC of Lake PS Sri. C. Sai kiran, PC 1797, U. Sai kiran, 

HG 7844, B. Ravi have tactfully identified the victim and rescued her from 

committing suicide. On that the officer will be suitably reward to them as a token 

of recognition of their good work in saving a life.

As usually toady in the morning 

hours both the wife and husband quarrelled with each other on a petty issue. 

Due to which she went into depression and came.     

 

B. Dhana laxmi counseled both the victim and her 

husband promptly, after that handed over to her husband, by taking assurance 

that they will never do such thing in nearby future.

5348, and P.V. Subba reddy have tactfully identified the victim and rescued her 

from committing suicide. On that the officer will be suitably reward to them as a 

token of recognition of their good work in saving a life.
