APPREHENDED (01) FOREIGN NATIONAL DRUG PEDLLER BELONGING TO
NIGERIA COUNTRY- SEIZED — 05 GRAMS OF COCAINE, (01) CELL PHONE — ALL
WORTH OF Rs.60,000/-

The sleuths of the Hyderabad Narcotic Enforcement Wing (H-NEW) along with
Bahadurpura Police apprehended (01) Foreign National Drug Peddler. The
peddler was found with illegal possession of Narcotic Drugs i.e., Cocaine under
Bahadurpura PS limits, Hyderabad. Total seized: 05 Grams of Cocaine, (01) Cell
Phone at the instance of the accused.

BRIEF FACTS ABOUT THE ACCUSED: -

The drug peddler Emmanuel Osandu is a native of Nigeria. In the year 2016 he
came to India on student visa and residing at Mumbai. To earn easy money,
initially he started suppling the Cocaine drug to the needy consumers. Previously
he was arrested from Goregaon PS in December 2020 under NDPS Act. After
releasing from the jail, he started getting the drug from one person by name
Level Arum (Drug Dealer) and suppling it to the local peddlers. On the instruction
of one local peddler, he came to Hyderabad on 24.01.2023 and was waiting for
the drug delivery at Bahadurpura.

On credible information on 24.01.2023, when the drug peddler i.e.,
Emmanul Osondu was trying to sell the drug at Bahadurpura, Hyderabad the
Hyderabad Narcotic Enforcement Wing (H-NEW) along with Bahadurpura PS
apprehended the drug peddler under the limits of Bahadurpura PS and Seized
05 Grams of Cocaine, (01) Mobile Phone from his possession.

On enquiry, he revealed that, one local peddler is purchasing the above
said drug from him for his personal consumption and also for selling the same
to the needy consumers. The local peddler and the consumers are yet to be
identified.



APPEAL TO THE GENERAL PUBLIC: -

In recent times we have seen several youth/students getting addicted to Drugs,
committing crime and involving in other anti-social activities. Several families
have become victims of this menace. It is an ardent request from Hyderabad City
Police to the youth/students not to fall prey to drugs and request the parents to
keep a watch on the activities of their children and feel free to approach police
or pass information to Police on Phone No. 9490616688 to curtail such anti-
social activities and strive for Drug free city.
