 Sri Anjani Kumar, IPS, Commissioner of Police, Hyderabad City issued P.D. Orders against 

Md.Ahmed Pasha S/o Anwar Hussain, Property Offender of Bowenpally Police Station on 

17.9.2018. 

Md.Ahmed Pasha S/o Anwar Hussain, aged about 21 years, Occ: Labour, R/o H.No. 9-3-

26/D, near Nalla Pochamma Temple, Harijan Basti, Hasmathpet, Alwal, Ranga Reddy District, 

has been indulging in offences of theft of two wheeler vehicles, robbery and snatching of mobile 

phones under the limits of Hyderabad and Cyberabad Police Commissionerates, to make easy 

money and lead a lavish life.  

The accused has committed 19 Property Offences under the limits of Hyderabad and 

Cyberabad Police Commissionerates and has been creating large scale fear and panic among the 

general public by committing theft of two wheeler vehicles, robbery and snatching of mobile 

phones, thereby adversely effecting the public order, apart from disturbing the peace, 

tranquillity and social harmony in the society. 

Bowenpally Police made strenuous efforts and arrested Md.Ahmed Pasha S/o Anwar 

Hussain, on 8.3.2018 in Cr.No.55/2018 U/s 394 IPC of Bowenpally PS and remanded him to 

judicial custody. The Preventive Detention order was executed on him on 19.9.2018 and he was 

lodged in Central Prison, Chanchalguda, Hyderabad.

2 Months Imprisonment for (02) Drunk Drivers & 13 Licenses cancelled 

permanently 

Hyderabad Traffic Police continuing its drive against the drunken drivers to ensure road 

safety. In the Month of September-2018 caught (1162) drivers who were driving the vehicle in 

drunken condition. Charge sheets were filed against them and were produced them in the 

Hon’ble 3rd and 4th Metropolitan Magistrate Courts, Nampally, Hyderabad. In this regard 3rd 

and 4th Metropolitan Magistrate Courts has awarded imprisonment to the    (389) respondents 

and Permanently Cancelled / Suspended Driving licenses of (65) Persons for a period as 

mentioned below.  The Hon’ble Courts imposed fine amount of Rs. 29,68,200/- on the 

remaining (773) Traffic violators.  All the candidates who are sentenced for imprisonment were 

sent to Chanchalguda Jail.

The respondent hacked her cell phone by 

installing some software and thereafter started hacking her watsapp account, facebook 

and text messages etc. The respondent was brought to the SHE Team Office and he 

accepted his guilt. A criminal case was filed against him in S.R.Nagar P.S U/s.354, 354B, 

506 IPC and the respondent was handed over for further investigation.
